Giving an opinion 

▪ “I think……” 

▪ “I believe…….” 

▪  “In my opinión…..” 

▪ “From my point of view…..”

Asking for an opinion 

▪ “What´s your opinion?” 

▪ “What do you think about……?” 

▪ “Do you agree?” 

▪ ¨How do you feel about that? ¨ 
 

 
Disagreeing 

▪ “I don´t agree with you.” 

▪ “I disagree with you” 

▪  “I don´t think that´s a good idea” 

▪  ¨I see what you mean, but…. ¨ 

▪  ¨Maybe you´re right but…¨ 

▪  ´That´s an interesting idea, but…¨ 
 

 
 

Agreeing 

▪ “I agree with you.” 

▪ ¨I could´t agree more with you. ¨ 

▪ “I think you´re right” 

▪ “That sounds great” 

▪ “That´s a good idea” 
 

Expressing likes and dislikes 

Expressing likes ▪ “I  like/love/prefer……ing” 

▪ “I´m fond of…ing” 

▪  “I´m keen on….ing” 

▪ “I´m interested in….ing” 

▪ ¨I prefer_______ to _________¨ 

▪ ¨What I like the most is ….¨ 
 

Expressing dislikes ▪ “I don´t like ……ing” 

▪ “I hate…….” 

▪  “I can´t stand…..” 

▪ “I´m not (very) keen on / interested in.
