Listing points

*  “I'm really sorry about (that)...”
= “l want to tell you how sorry I am
Apologizing about/for...”

“In my opmion.....”
“From my point of view.....”

Asking for an opinion

“What's your opinion?”’

Offering = “Shall I.....?”

= Thanks for + noun “Thanks for
dinner”
Thanking = Thanks for + verb + ing“Thanks for
inviting me to the party.”
