Elements of a story:

- Setting (when and where a story takes place)

- Characters (who: people, animals or creatures)
- Plot (what happens in a story)

- Conflict (the main problem)

- Resolution (how the problem was solved)

Parts of a story:

- Beginning (introducing characters and setting)
- Middle (conflict)
- End (solution)

Useful vocabulary:

1. BEGINNING

Beginning the story: This summer, One day, In the beginning, At
first, It all began, Once upon a time...

2. MIDDLE

Continuing the story: Before, After a while, After that, Soon
after, Next, Later that day, When, Then, As soon as, By the
time....

New elements to the story: Suddenly, All of a sudden...
Events occurring at the same time: While, As, During...
3. END

Ending: Eventually, At last, In the end, Finally...
